Application of ABF-300™ ESD Control Film

Plastc baitle vt atomizing sprayer filed with soap
solufion (3 rops of Johnson and Johnsor” Baby
Shampoo to 1 pint of fere, deianized water),
lin-ree wipers, tapa measurs, sraight dge ruler
single edge razor blads cuter or sity knife. four ©o
i ncn rubber squeegee. and transparent tape.

‘Surface Preparation

For best resuls tha appication suracs should be.
hard and smooih. a.g., windows. partitons, wals, or
machine enclosures, Note that ABF-300 ESD Gonrol
Film is intended for interlor suriaces only. Idsal
application temperalure 1s soween 40°F and 80°F
Turn off equipment that might bow dust onto the
application surface. Thoroughly clean the surface

1o remove dirt and otner contaminants. Use a scraper
or razor blade t ramove any loose or rough pariicies.
Pay partcular attention (o edges and comers whers
thore may be a ot buld-up. Alter ceaning, squeeges
the surface dry collecting any resicual iqud with
alintfree wipar.

Step 1- Cutting the Film

Measure tho area to be covered. Add 112 nch on
all sides (ths excess wil e trimrmed off after
‘application). Lay the i on a M, clean and dry
Siraca. Using a stright edge and single ecge’
razor béad. cut the fim 1o the oversize dimensions.
Whan cuting, ‘etain one side wilh the faciory edge.

Slep 2 - Wetting the Application Surface
Using the sprayer, apply the soapy water souion
‘genarously o the appication surface unti beads of
moisture abpear on the surface. This solution wil
ct 85 a ubricant and will not ulimaely afiac: the
clarty of the fim. I the surface bscomes dry beiore
im appiication rapes the spraying aperation.

Step 3 - Removing the Film Baciing
Remove tha cisar protective inar fram the fim by
altaching two pieces of tansparent tape 1o ihe ffont
and back surfaces of the fim at a corner, Alow
erough tape 1 fap over e edge of the fim to
retain a grio on each piece of tabe. Pull the peces
of tane apart separaing the finer from the firn. Tro
liner shatld ba ramoved i ne smCoih. corlinLous
motion. Wel the back side [adhesive side! of the fim
wih the s0ap solution as e iner i removed

{a second palr of hands may be nelpiul)
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Step 4 - Placing the Film on the
Application Surface

Placa the wetted adnesive side on the wet appiica-
ton surtace lining up the factory edge with a
straight surtace edge. Carefully posion the fim so
that it overiaps the femaining sides. Bo sur to
handle the fiim carefully 0 avoid wrinkles and
roases. Both water and ar bubbles wil bo
‘smoothed away during the squsegeeing process.
bt creases cannot be remaved.

Step 5 - Removing Water and Alr Bubbles

Spray the entire suriace of the fim wih the s0apy
water solution 1o act 2 a lubricant during the
‘squeegee process. Squeegee the fim surface
starting in the middle working first toward the top
‘and then toward th boftom. Using short strokes,
next squoeges from the centor alternately toward
the let side, then toward the right side baginning
at the top and working progressively toward the-
bottom of the application surtace. Do not go all
the way to either side or edge at ihis time. Apply
‘enough pressure {0 remove al of the water and air
buobles. Do not ry to squeegee the edges unti
they have been tnmmed.

Step 6 -Trimming to Final Dimension
Using a straight edge and single edge razor biade,
trim as close as possivl to the edge of the appi
cation surtace. Rewet ihe entire fim surface and
resquoegoe all the way ou 10 the edges removing
any moisture and ai bubbles along the edges. Dry
he surtace of the fim with a int free wiper.

‘Application to Surfaces Wider than the

'ABF-300 ESD Control Film

Two or more widths of fim can be butted together
prio to the squeegee process. If a perlect but seam is
required the fim can be overiapped and doudle cut
like wallpaper.

Grounding the Fiim Surface

The entire surface of ABF-300 ESD Control Fim is
electroconductive. To ground, it s necessary only fo
‘contact ground at one point an each piece of fim.
Grounding can be achleved through a direct
mechanical aitachment o by attachment of a
conductive tape that is connected 10 ground.

Gleaning and Care of ABF-300 ESD Control Film

Wail 4-7 days before attemping (o clean freshy
applied fim, This wil allow the fim to dry and cure
o ihe appication surtace.

@ Wash only with deionized water or a very dilute, mikd
soapy solution if necessary.

Never use solvents or ammonia for cleaning.

‘@ Never clean wih brushes, paper towels or any kind
of abrasives.
